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Sustaining the environment and its natural
resources has always been a priority for
Mabanee, given its importance to the
sustainable development of humanity and the
planet on which we live. As such, we are keen
on raising environmental awareness among
all segments of the society, and to spread
understanding about means to achieve
sustainability.

In line with this, The Avenues hosted a
number of activities and organized several
others in partnership with public and private
entities. For the seventh consecutive year,
The Avenues took part in ‘Earth Hour™ with
the aim of reducing harmful gas emissions
and raising awareness about climate change
and its impact on Earth.

In cooperation with the Environmental Public
Authority, The Avenues hosted the "World
Environment Day  to spread awareness
about environmental conduct and the new

environmental law. The mall also hosted
the ‘Thrust Solar Power Exhibition’, which
showcased the first plane powered solely
by solar power, flying without the need for
conventional fuel.

Furthermore, The Avenues actively
participated n Kidzania’'s second
environmental and recycling exhibition,
which was organized in cooperation with the
Ministry of Education. The exhibition shed
light on the talents of different students,
giving them the opportunity to participate
in spreading environmental awareness and
supporting sustainable development.

The Avenues also hosted the ‘Birds Exhibition’
organized by the Kuwait Environment
Protection Society. Kuwait being an important
location along the migration paths of birds,
the exhibition showcased 40 photographs of
migrating and local birds.
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At the humanitarian front, 32 young Kuwaiti
men and women grouped under the name
NEST cooperated with the Kuwait Red
Crescent Society to hold an exhibition at The
Avenues under the name The Difference
is a Pen’. The exhibition replicated a
scene from the slums in Mumbai, India,
where more than 9 million people live, in
a message that education can change the
lives of people living in the slums.

Furthermore, in cooperation with the
Kuwait Red Crescent Society, The Avenues
launched a campaign to collect donations
for suffering children around the world. The
initiative aimed at helping young people,
who suffer the most when struck by natural
disasters, wars and armed conflict.

Moreover, The Avenues witnessed great
interaction from its visitors during the
mall's special donation campaign for Syrian
refugees living in campus at the borders
of neighboring countries. Young and old,
people made donations in what represented
a humanitarian act that stemmed from the
nobleness of the Kuwaiti people.
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Awareness campaigns play an important
role in raising the level of understanding
among the public. In light of our wish
to include the public in different social
activities and to keep them updated with
the latest developments in different fields,
Mabanee organized and hosted several
awareness campaigns. The company
supported the initiatives to ensure their
success and exposure to the greatest
number of people possible.

The campaign focused on such issues
as heath, humanitarian causes, charity
and social matters. One such campaign
sought to introduce the public to the
leading humanitarian role that H.H. the
Amir is playing as the ‘Humanitarian
Leader’, as well as Kuwait's support and
donations as the "World Humanitarian
Center’. The campaign included displaying
the achievements and contributions of
charitable organizations and the UN's
different agencies to alleviate the suffering
of Syrian refugees.

The Avenues took part in several health
awareness campaign, including one on
asthma and allergies in Kuwait and how
to deal with them. This involved a special
awareness day in cooperation with the
Respiratory Unit at the Internal Medicine
Department at Al Sabah Hospital.

In cooperation with the Women's Cultural
and Social Society, The Avenues hosted
an open day to raise awareness about
Alzheimer’s disease under the slogan 'If
they forget us, we won't forget them’. The
campaign included tips and guidelines on
how to handle the disease and how to take
care of those who show its symptoms.

For the seventh consecutive year, The
Avenues was shrouded in pink for a whole
month in support for the ‘Global Breast
Cancer Fight Campaign’. The campaign
aimed to raise awareness about breast
cancer and the Importance of early
detection, as well as increase knowledge
about a host of other health and social
matter of relevance.

And in line with health awareness efforts,
Al Bahar Orthopedic Hospital, operating

under the Ministry of Health, organized an
awareness day at The Avenues to mark the
‘World Glaucoma Week'. The public were
exposed to the details of the disease and
how to protect themselves against it, as
well as methods of treatment and handling.

On the occasion of the ‘International Day
for Persons With Disabilities’, The Avenues
organized a march to mark this occasion,
witnessing a large turnout. The initiative
came as part of efforts to highlight the
importance of this segment of the society,
the dignity and respect they deserved, as
well as improving their circumstances and
providing them with equal opportunities.
Given the critical importance of raising
awareness about traffic related issued,
The Avenues hosted two Important
events, the first of which was the Traffic
Exhibition” organized by the General Traffic
Department at the Ministry of Interior,
aimed at raising general traffic awareness
and streamlining the paperwork process in
the department. The second event was the
‘Unified GCC Traffic Week', organized by the
Ministry of Interior under the slogan Your
Decision Determines Your Fate’. The event,
attended by delegations from the GCC,
aimed at instilling good traffic conduct and
benefitting from successful case studies to
resolve traffic problems.

The Avenues also hosted the campaign

by the Societal Police Department at the
Ministry of Interior. The campaign’s goal
was to boost security and communication
with the public and to raise awareness as
to the role they played at the societal and
security levels.
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NATIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS




Out of Mabanee’s belief in the importance
of the role it plays in national contributions
and the need to highlight the achievements
of the nation, its history and the efforts
of its people, the company organized a
number of activities to this effect. This
included the 'Weapons, Ammunitions and
Explosives Collection Campaign’, held in
cooperation with the Ministry of Interior
under the slogan ‘Together, We Hand In
Weapons'. The aim of this campaign was
to raise awareness about the danger that
comes with possessing weapons and
ammunitions, and the need to eliminate the
possession of unlicensed weapons due to
the grave security repercussions this may
have on people.

The Avenues also hosted the photography
competition launched by the Nuwair
Initiative, as part of its positive beauty
campaign and coinciding with the First
International Day of Happiness. The
exhibition showcased 30 of the best
images submitted for the contest, focusing
on Kuwait's beauty. The Avenues also
hosted the Nuwair Initiative's campaign,
‘No Phubbing’, aimed at controlling the
inappropriate use of smart devices and
the disregard for others in the vicinity. The
campaign’s goal was also to save the social
lives of many people whose relationships
with others have been affected as a result
of phubbing, reinstate relationships, good
sleeping habits, focusing on studies and
productivity at work. This would, in turn,
have a positive impact on the Kuwalti
society in many areas.

The mall also hosted the ‘Humanitarian
Leader’ exhibition organized by the Ministry
of Education, which included national
portraits and paintings that communicated
the appreciation of the artists on the

occasion of the recognition of H.H. the Amir
as Humanitarian Leader. The paintings
depicted the humanitarian side of Kuwait
and its activities to support global causes.

In  cooperation with the International
Organization for Migration, The Avenues
hosted a campaign against human
trafficking under the slogan ‘Together
Against Human Trafficking’. This is the first
such exhibition in the Arab world, shedding
light on a global issue that all countries
suffer from. The campaign also served to
strengthen the partnership that Kuwait
has with the international humanitarian
community, and highlight national efforts
to combat this crime through laws and
regulations, as well as the establishment
of a specialized unit to combat human
trafficking under the Ministry of Interior.
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CULTURAL ACTIVITIES




Throughout the year, visitors of The
Avenues enjoyed a number of cultural
events that the mall hosts to instill a sense
of appreciation for artwork, as well as
to support talented young people in this
area. One such initiative was the summer
book fair, ‘Breeze of Words', organized by
the National Council for Culture, Arts and
Letters as part of its 10th Summer Cultural
Festival.
